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1998 NPDES Stormwater Permit

(effective January 1, 1998) was extensive and 
detailed in requirements:

·All areas within the corporate boundaries of 
Wichita are included and City of Wichita is 
legally responsible

·Required ordinances for authority and 
inspections 

·Required a SWMP that included City to:

·Operate public streets, roads and highwaysto 
minimize discharge of pollutants ;
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1998 NPDES Stormwater Permit
·Reduce discharge of pesticides and herbicides; 

·Provide public education for stormwater  pollution 
prevention; 

·Regulate development and redevelopmentwithin 
areas under CoW jurisdiction in compliance with 
SWMP;

·Implement a site construction stormwater run -off 
program to reduce pollutant discharge including:

·Require construction best management practices 
(BMPs),

·Implement program to detect, report and remove 
illicit discharges into stormwater;
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1998 NPDES Stormwater Permit
·Conduct quarterly stormwater event monitoring for a 

specified list of chemical constituents at four designated 
stormwater outfalls; 

·Establish a spill prevention, containment, response and 
reporting program to address cleanup of spills to the storm 
sewer systems;

·Prohibit cross-connections between sanitary sewer and 
storm sewer system and immediately stop the flow of raw 
sewage if found; 

· Inspect, monitor and report on stormwater at specific 
industrial facilities and high risk run -off activities; and

·Prepare an annual report to demonstrate compliance.
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1998 NPDES Stormwater Permit

·Duty to comply along with heavy stipulated 
penalties including civil, administrative, and/or 
criminal including up to $50,000 per day per 
violation or up to $250,000 for endangerment 
and not more than 15 years in jail.
