What is Your Water Priority? 
The City of Wichita’s Environmental Services Department (parent department to the  

WATER Center) is launching a new project aimed at improving the water quality of the 

Arkansas River and its tributaries that flow through the city. 

The Wichita Watershed Restoration and Protection Strategy (WRAPS) will help identify 

water quality priorities and actions. The initiative is funded by a $50,000 grant from the 

Kansas Department of Health and Environment (KDHE). The project will begin with a 

developmental phase to identify community interest, followed by three additional phases 

of assessment, planning and implementation.
