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The City of Wichita receives
annual funding from the U.S.
Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) for
the Community Development
Block Grant (CDBG), HOME
Investment Partnerships
(HOME) and Emergency Shel-
ter Grant (ESG) programs.
The Housing and Community
Services Department is re-
sponsible for administering
these federal allocations. In
the last issue of Around the
House, there was a list of pro-
grams which use these funds,
such as home repair and first
time homebuyers. In order to
receive these funds, the City
has to prepare a Consolidated
Plan to identify community
needs which can be addressed
through funding. The Housing
and Community Services De-
partment is responsible for
preparing the 2009-2013 Con-
solidated Plan, which will guide
the City’s funding decisions
over that period, and we want
your input!

Inside this newsletter you will
find a copy of a survey which
you are asked to complete.
This survey will give you a
chance to identify what you
think will be the City’s priority
needs for the next five years.

Community input is important
and we hope you will take the
time to respond to the survey.
Following is a summary of the
federal guidelines to be followed
for funding available through the
Consolidated Plan.

CDBG-funded programs must

meet one of the following na-

tional objectives:

1. Benefit low- and moderate-
income (LMI) persons

2. Aid in the prevention or
elimination of slums and
blight

3. Meet a need having a par-
ticular urgency (referred to
as urgent need)

HOME Investment Partner-
ships is the largest Federal
block grant to state and local
governments designed exclu-
sively to create affordable hous-
ing for low-income households.
The program's flexibility allows
states and local governments
to use HOME funds for grants,
direct loans, loan guarantees

or other forms of credit en-
hancement, or rental assistance
or security deposits. The
HOME program requires a 25%
match from non-Federal funds.

Emergency Shelter Grant
(ESG) is designed to help im-
prove the quality of existing
emergency shelters for the
homeless, to make available
additional shelters, to meet the
costs of operating shelters, to
provide essential social ser-
vices to homeless individuals,
and to help prevent homeless-
ness.

Note: Low mod refers to per-
sons whose family income is
80% or lower of the area me-
dian income.

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Notice to Public Housing Residents

During the weeks of February 2nd, 2009
(Monday through Thursday) and February 9t,
2009 (Monday and Tuesday), the HUD con-
tract inspector will be in Wichita to evaluate
25% of the Wichita Housing Authority Public
Housing properties. A random selection will
be made to decide which rental units will be
visited. Public Housing staff cannot tell
you beforehand that your City owned
rental unit will or will not be selected, so
we advise all Public Housing residents to
please make the appropriate arrange-
ments to be prepared to be inspected.
Inspections will start at 9:00 a.m. and end at
4:30 p.m. during the above weeks. If you are
not home, a representative from the Wichita
Housing Authority may enter your property
along with the inspector, if your rental unit is
chosen. Residents will be notified with more
exact dates, by their developments, with fu-
ture rent statements.

Take advantage of this advance notice to
thoroughly clean your rental unit and yard
area to remove any unwanted items from
your residence. This is also a good time to
check the operation of your smoke detector
by depressing the test button. Should your
detector not sound, please call for mainte-
nance at 462-3789 between 8 am and 5 pm
on business days. As always, broken elec-
trical switches, plug-in receptacles and loose
or broken light fixtures should also be re-
ported to maintenance immediately. It is
also important that house yards are mowed
and trimmed around the fences and side-
walks. Inspection scores are sent directly to
HUD Headquarters in Washington, D.C. and
negative reports can influence future funding
of the Public Housing Program and the resi-
dency of tenants with violations. Resident's
help in this matter will be greatly appreciated
by staff.

HUD only requires the inspections to be done
every two years, if the overall condition of
rental units scores in the higher category.
Otherwise, the inspections are done on an
annual basis. Itis in the interest of both staff
and residents that the best possible effort is
made to have clean and decent units prior to
the inspections to prevent unnecessary future
inspections.
